Al Johnson showed his T-Rex electric
helicopter with brushless motor and Lipo
batteries. The T-Rex cost around $750 and is
probably one of the best flying electric helis on
the market right now. Al also showed off his
50 size Raptor and his 90 Raptor helis.

Bob Blau showed his Red’s Miss Hangar One
flying boat with a brushless motor and 1500
ma battery. It weighs about 13 0z. Bobhasn't
flown it yet but said it flies well on the website
video. Hank shared some of his less-than-
ideal experience with the boat.

Ron Leake showed off his new mini Ultra
Stick. This plane comes pre-hinged and
almost completely built. The horns are already
installed and it has a magnetized hatch. There
are even pre-cut spaces for optional flaps.

This plane only
cost $89 before the electronics.
