Dave Riker showed the Ultimate he won at the
last meeting all assembled with an Outrunner
450.

Dave McDonald showed his Hangar 9 Corsair.
Dave made several modifications to the gear
to make it more scale. He used internal push-
rods instead of external servos. The Corsair
has a Saito 100 with a 3-bladed 14x7 prop and
weighs only 9 Ibs.
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Tom MacDonald brought his Extra 300 ARF
model with 1000 Watt, e-Flite 60 series motor.
He added a switch for turning the plane on and
off. It only weighs 7 ¥ Ibs. and is capable of
unlimited vertical flight.

Kurt Spicer brought his Martin A-30 scratch-
built from plans published in 1962. The A-30
was originally built in Great Britain in the late
30’s and only needed one pilot instead of two
as in most bombers of the day. It weighs in at
about 11 Ibs.

Bill Paul showed his eFilte Electric Edge 540
weighing in at a mere 24 ounces.

Ed Kincer brought in is Mojo 65. It's a fairly
large profile acrobat with a bit of a cult
following. It weighs about 9 Ibs and has a 65"
wing span.
