Bill Ridenour read the following

communications:

o Bill received some new safety posters from
the AMA. They are the same as last year.
Bill asked that someone volunteer to make
a board to post the frequency chart. Dave
McDonald volunteered to take it and put it
in the glass case. Bill also asked for a
volunteer to post our new gold leader club
sign at the field. Shaun German
volunteered.

o Bill has a 2.4GHz Spread Spectrum DVD
from Horizon Hobby if anyone wants to
borrow it.

o The campground office off of Teggerdine
is selling annual passes for $24 (6$ for Sr.
Citizens) and daily passes for $6.

Tom MacDonald told the group that this
Sunday, June 11" is our Flight of Giants giant
scale meet. The Oakland Press will be out
tomorrow around 3:00 p.m. They will take
pictures and will have them in the Oakland
Press with a write-up on what we do that Tom
gave them info on.

Reports:

Tom stated that there has been a lot of
curiosity from spectators that want to come
and see the Flight of Giants event. The
Oakland Press article should help boost
attendance. Tom raised discussion about
whether or not to charge a 2$ “landing fee” per
person that will give them a ticket they can
redeem for hot dogs. Dave McDonald

suggested we make it 5% instead. Smitty
raised concern that it doesn’t say on the flyer
there will be a charge so some pilots may be
upset by that. Bill suggested that we don’t
charge them an entry fee but we don't give
them free food. Bill mentioned that the park
will likely be collecting fees.

Frank Vella reported on the results of the
banquet. The banquet cost us $320.31 this
year. We had 62 guests at 24$ per person.
Of the 62 guests, 6 people mailed in checks
for $20 resulting in a $30 loss. It was $976 for
the meal and $600 was spent on door prizes
for the men and $149 for the women'’s gifts.
The center pieces were $45.31and there was
a 69.50 gratuity for the staff. We generated
income of $54 on the 50/50. $318 was made
on the raffle but we raffled off both planes
which resulted in a net raffle income of $31.

We were going to be penalized for not having
the 75 people but the manager accommodated
the club with only 60 people there. The people
that cater the hall are Oak Management. As of
6/30, they will no longer operate in that hall as
it has become a private club. They are moving
to White Lake Oaks. If the club liked the food
this year, next year’'s banquet should be at
White Lake Oaks. Frank asked to go ahead
and book the date for next year with a $250
deposit to make sure we can get the big room.

Bob Fowler raised concern that the club didn’t
spend more than $600 on door prizes.

Bill explained the motion that was raised
regarding the prizes being based on the
number of paid members. Al Wesley
mentioned that the club needs a new tractor so
it's important for us to have that money on
hand.

Smitty said that because we’re a non-profit
organization, if we don’t have that money ear-
marked for something, the state can take the
money away.

Dick Schaeffer said that they can remove our
non-profit status and charge us taxes on the
money that’s in the bank. Tom MacDonald
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suggested we earmark that money as a field
development fund.

Frank described how the 31 prizes that were
purchased at Riders and the club spent $600.

Frank pointed out that if we're setting aside
$50 per member for prizes at the banquet and
the membership dues are $60 per member.
We could stand to only have $10 per member
operating budget. Frank also warned that the
money we have in the bank can be needed at
a moment’s notice. The way we managed the
banquet protected our finances.

Dave McDonald suggested that a committee
be formed to create a budget each year when
a new board is elected at the end of the year.
Smitty mentioned that that has been in our bi-
laws for the last 5 years and we've never done
it. Dave volunteered to be on the committee.

Unfinished Business:

Aside from a reminder about people flying this
Saturday, there was no unfinished business.

New Business:

Bill asked if Dick Schaeffer would like to raise
a motion for a bench. Dick has found a deal
on a new bench. Dick procured a $290 bench
for $100. After various other motions were
attempted to be raised, Dave asked that the
club follow the procedure of having the
Secretary read the motion back to the club
prior to it being voted on.

Dick made a motion that the club pay him for
the bench he already bought. Al Wesly
seconded the motion. A vote was taken, the
motion passed unanimously.

Ron Leake motioned that the club buy two
more of the benches at a cost not to exceed
$220 each. Dick believes that he may be able
to get them for the club wholesale. Ron then
amended the motion that we purchase 2 at the
retail price of $219 provided that Dick cannot
get them at a reduced price. Smitty seconded
the motion.

The benches we have are 25 years old and
need to be replaced. Ron suggested we put a
bench down at the end of the field for the
helicopter pilots. Dick suggested that we
anchor the benches if we do get them.
George raised concern that pilots would crash

into benches if they're placed at the ends of
the field and if we have more benches on the
field, they may get in the way.

The motion was passed by majority vote.

Bill suggested that we should be putting the
tent up for the event on Sunday. The field
crew normally sets the tent up for events.

Ron told the group that he has a 3'x5’ horse
stall mat that he was thinking about putting on
the flight line for the large planes to set on
while running up their engines. Ron will put it
out on the field and if the club doesn’t use it,
he will take it back.

Ed Kincer was recently named the chief flight
instructor. He wants to contact all the
instructors to see if they still want to be listed
on the web site and in the newsletter. Bill said
that if there is an instructor that doesn’t want
their phone # posted, they need to request
that. Bill asked that if anyone has a club
trainer, 3 out of 5 of them seem to be missing.
Shaun will be donating a 40-size Cessna. Ed
wants to get the trainers back to use the
transmitters for buddy-boxes. Dave suggested
that the trainers be kept in the barn instead of
in people’s garages.

The group decided to give Ed a key to the barn
and make him responsible for the trainers. Ed
will also re-institute the solo certificate this
year. He is also planning on getting those that
soloed in 2005 their certificates.
